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Read the following Safety Precautions before installation and operation, and use the
cooker hood properly and securely.

These Safety Precautions are for correct operation of the product, preventing any harm
or damage to yourself or others. These Safety Precautions are classified into 2 categories
("WARNING" and "CAUTION") depending on their hazard and severity. Please pay
attention and strictly observe these Safety Precautions as they are crucial to safety.
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Warning

= Never attempt to disassemble, repair or modify.

= Always seek help from a qualified technician. Otherwise, there may be fire, electric shock
or abnormal conditions.

= Do not use in regions where the power voltage exceeds 220V/230V/240V AC. Otherwise,
there may be fire hazards or electric shock.

= Electric wiring shall be carried out properly by professional technician or personnel.
Incorrect wiring may cause electric leakage or fire hazards.

=  Besure to disconnect the power plug from the outlet, or switch off the breaker during
maintenance. Also, never handle the power plug or breaker with wet hands. Otherwise,
there may be electric shock or physical injury.

= The power plug shall be cleaned regularly to prevent dust accumulation. Otherwise, there
may be fire hazards or electric shock.

= Never spray water on any electric parts. Otherwise, there may be fire hazards or electric
shock.

= Incase of a gas leak, do not switch on the cooker hood. Otherwise, it may result in a gas
explosion.

= The product is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience or knowledge, unless they are under
the supervision or guidance of a specially assigned person who is responsible for their
safety. Children require extra supervision. Do not let children play with the product.

= Ensure that there is sufficient ventilation in the room when using the cooker hood with
multiple appliances burning gas or other fuels.

= Cleaning thatis not carried out in accordance to Safety Precautions may result in a fire
hazard.

= Never barbecue under the cooker hood.
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Caution

Install the product in a stable location. Otherwise, the cooker hood may detach and cause
injury or damage.

When disconnecting the power, hold the power plug itself instead of the power cord.
Otherwise, it may result in the damage of the power cord, as well as fire hazards or
electric shock.

Be sure to disconnect the power plug from the outlet, or switch off the breaker when the
cooker hood is idle for a long run. Otherwise, it may result in the deterioration of the
insulation property, as well as fire hazards or electric shock.

Never use the product in a wet place such as bath room (Exhaust fans should be used in a
bath room). Otherwise, it may result in fire hazards or machine failure.

Component parts removed while repairing shall be securely assembled. Otherwise, there
may be injury or damage caused by collapse of the cooker hood.

Ensure that electric wiring is laid out safely according to the related standard or regula-
tions. Incorrect wiring may result in fire or electrical shock.

Never touch the fan guard or parts around it while cooking. Otherwise, it may result in the
detachment of the fan guard or parts, and even burns or injury.

The minimum distance between the supporting surface of the cooking appliance and the
lowest part of the cooker hood should be maintained. When the cooker hood is
positioned above the stove, this distance should be 750mm, and 300mm for a sloped
cooker hood. If the installation manual of the cooking appliance specifies a greater
distance, it must be taken into consideration.

During operation, never insert fingers or other objects into the cooker hood. Otherwise, it
may result in the machine failure or physical injury.

Switch off the cooker hood immediately if the pan catches fire. Otherwise, the cooker
hood will fuel the fire and create a dangerous situation.

Never put anything on the cooker hood. Otherwise, it may result in fire hazards, machine
failure or injury due to detachment.

Always wear gloves during maintenance. Otherwise, the user may be injured by sharp
edges or corners.

If the power cord is damaged, request for a replacement from the manufacturer, its
service agent or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid any hazards.

Do not stare directly at the LED lights when they are turned on.

Clean the oil tray when the oil level reaches one half of the height to prevent the oil from
overflowing or dripping during removal.

Ensure that the exhaust pipe is connected to an outdoor area. To avoid fire hazards and
ensure the ventilation of fresh air, waste gas shall be discharged outdoors instead of into
walls, attics or garages.
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Precautions on Use

Always turn on the cooker hood when cooking. Otherwise, the cooker hood may be
damaged or fail to operate due to the increased temperature.

Never use a gas hob without any cooking equipment on it. Otherwise, the high tempera-
ture of the body of the cooker hood may result in machine failure.

Smoke capturing performance may be deteriorated by cross winds when the induction
cooker is used. Additionally, dew may form on the surface of the cooker hood when it is
used at low temperature. When this happens, first wipe off the cooker hood before using
it.

Prevent direct wind from air conditioners. Otherwise, the smoke capturing performance
may be reduced by direct wind from an air conditioner. The cooker hood is easily affected
in open areas, especially when the induction cooker is not generating any ascending air
current.

Ensure that sufficient ventilation is maintained when operating the cooker hood. Ensure
that there are adequate air intake slots on the wall opposite from the cooker hood, or that
the door of the room is kept slightly open. Otherwise, the smoke capturing performance
may be reduced, or there may be abnormal noise, vibration.

Ensure that the distance between the water heater and the cooker hood is more than
500mm. As the area surrounding the water heater is at higher temperature, the cooker
hood shall be at least 500mm from the water heater. Never install the cooker hood above
the water heater. Otherwise, the cooker hood may become damaged or fail due to the
increased temperature.

Never use the cooker hood with its rectifier panel removed. Otherwise, the smoke
capturing performance may be reduced.

Inoperable cooker hoods shall be processed to ensure that it cannot be used before it is
disposed.

Soft touch control
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Power Button: When the unit is connected to power, press this button once to enter or exit
standby mode. When the motor is running, press this button to activate the 3-minute delayed
shut-off. The range hood will automatically turn off after 3 minutes. While in the delayed
shut-off mode, press this button again to immediately power off the unit and turn off the
indicator lights.

Lighting Button: When the unit is connected to power, press this button once to turn the light on
or off. If only the light is on and no other operations are performed, the light will automatically turn
off after 30 minutes.

Thermal Oil-Cleaning Button: When the unit is connected to power, press this button to turn the
thermal oil-cleaning function on or off. Once activated, the heating module will operate for
approximately 10 minutes, followed by the fan running at high speed for about 1 minute to
complete the entire thermal oil-cleaning cycle. To stop the process early, press this button again
to immediately terminate the oil-cleaning function. If the thermal oil-cleaning function is active
and the power button is pressed, all operations will stop immediately, and the unit will return to
standby mode.

High-Speed Button: When in standby mode, or when the fan is operating at low or medium
speed, press this button once to switch to high speed. Press this button again to return to the
previous speed level (medium speed returns to low speed; low speed returns to standby mode; if
already in standby mode, the function will exit standby).

Low/Medium-Speed Button: In standby mode, press this button once to switch the fan to
medium speed. Press this button again to switch the fan to low speed. The fan speed cycles in
the following order: Medium = Low — Medium.

Gesture Control Function

1. First Power-On: After the unit is connected to power, wave your hand from left to right twice
across both gesture sensors to activate standby mode; the power indicator will light up.
Wave from left to right twice again to cycle the fan speed in the order of Low = Medium =
High. While the fan is running, wave your hand from right to left twice across both sensors to
start the 3-minute delayed shut-off. If you repeat the same gesture (right to left) during the
delay period, the fan will shut down immediately.

2. After the First Power-On: When the unit is connected to power, wave from left to right
twice across both gesture sensors to enter standby mode; the power indicator will light up,
and the fan will resume the last used speed setting before shutdown. Wave from left to
right twice again to adjust fan speed in the sequence Low = Medium — High.

3. While the Fan is Running: Wave from right to left twice to activate the 3-minute delayed
shut-off. If repeated during the delay period, the unit will shut off immediately.

4. In Standby Mode: Wave from right to left twice across both gesture sensors to power off the
unit completely, including the lighting.

5. During Thermal Oil-Cleaning: All gesture operations are disabled while the thermal oil-cleaning
function is active.

6. Gesture Control Default Setting: The gesture control function is enabled by default at the factory. To
disable it, press and hold the Lighting Button for 3 seconds while the unit is powered on. To
re-enable the function, either disconnect and reconnect the power supply, or press and hold
the Lighting Button for 5 seconds.

Caution

1. Install the cooker hood carefully and avoid any contact with any metal parts (the metal
lattice in the wall or the like) of the building.

2. Never embed the body of the cooker hood in the wall. Otherwise, it may result in the
electric leakage of the unit.

3. The minimum distance between the cooking stove's burner or the surface of the induc-
tion cooker and the bottom of the range hood should be maintained. When the cooker
hood is positioned above the stove, this distance should be 750mm, and 300mm for a
sloped cooker hood. If the installation manual of the cooking appliance specifies a
greater distance, it must be taken into consideration.

4. Use agas hob with a width less than that of the cooker hood.

5. Avoid using the cooker hood with changes in specifications, for instance, with modified-
switches.

6. Neverinstall the cooker hood in a wet area or in other wet rooms since it may result in
electric shock or damage.

7. Neverinstall the cooker hood at a place where the ambient temperature exceeds 40°C,
otherwise it may result in machine failure.

8. To protect your hands from injury, please wear working gloves when installing the cooker

hood.

Remove the 6-inch exhaust adapter. As shown in the
left diagram, align the locking tabs with the slots on
the 6.2-inch exhaust outlet, insert the adapter, and
rotate it in the direction of the arrow until it is securely
locked in place.
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Take two mounting brackets and four M4*8 screws from the
accessory pack. As illustrated on the left, install the brackets
onto the range hood. Then, mark the positions of the two screw
holes on the wall. Using a $10 mm impact drill bit, drill holes at
the marked positions to a depth greater than 50 mm. Insert the
expansion plugs into the holes. Lift the range hood and position
it flush against the underside of the kitchen cabinet. Insert the
ST5.0%50 self-tapping screws through the mounting brackets
and tighten them fully into the expansion plugs to secure the unit.
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After installing the range hood on the wall, make sure
the body is level and vertical.
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Extend the exhaust duct and connect it to the kitchen's
exhaust outlet. Make sure the totalduct length does
not exceed 3 meters, with no more than three 90-
degree bends.
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Clean the cooker hood frequently as it will become very dirty.

If the cooker hood is left unattended for a long time, a large amount of oil will accumulate and
become hardened grease, which is difficult to remove.

Always clean the oil tray, filter, around the cooker hood and the rectifier panelin a timely manner
in case of any oil staining (cleaning frequency: about once a month).

EEFEIE Precautions for Maintenance
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1. Before cleaning the cooker hood, be sure to disconnect the power plug from the socket,
or turn off the breaker.

2. For safety, always wear a pair of rubber gloves while cleaning the fan guard and other
parts.

3.  Especially, take care to ensure that no water is splashed on electric parts such as the
motor, switches, connectors or the like. Do not spray any type of detergent to the
electric parts. Otherwise, it may cause machine failure.

4. Do not apply solvents such as thinner, benzene, polishing powder or the like for cleaning
painted surfaces, oil panel and others, since it will tarnish or scratch them.

5. Do not wash parts with a hard brush or the like for cleaning, otherwise, parts will be
damaged.

6. The cooker hood may catch fire if it is not cleaned according to the Manual.
